A Aboriginal land council area e.g. a river, mountain range etc., approval must be sought

from each relevant council. A written proposal should be sent to the local Aboriginal land
council with details of the topographic or cultural site for which a dual name is being
proposed.

The allowance of ample time for a reply may be required due to the local Aboriginal land
council needing an unanticipated meeting to consider the proposal. If there is no
response from the local or regional Aboriginal land council within three months, Landgate
can submit the proposal to the Department of Aboriginal Affairs for consideration and
support for its approval.
